Power Point presentation--FLCC’s Advance Technology Education Program—
Discussion followed by committee members completing the Curriculum Contents rating. The program is primarily for the traditional students but may be a “hybrid” for incumbent and traditional.  The program will be at the Victor campus when it opens (2009)

Transportation Survey: Subcommittee to be formed, headed by Don Reeners
1) ACTION ITEM: Transportation and employee relations are becoming a major topic in the Hiring and Training Committee. Discussion was raised as to include these as an official part of this committee, i.e. change name to Hiring, Training, and Transportation Committee. Employee relations also closely ties into the HR Networking Committee. How to handle these items and the formation of committees will be decided at the next Executive Committee Meeting.
2) ACTION ITEM: Transportation Subcommittee Meeting to meet within next two weeks. B. Howell will arrange the meeting and contact the attendees. 

“NYS Laws Unknown and Little Practiced” is a possible topic for an upcoming general meeting. D. Reeners shared that the State Education Department and the Department of Labor must hand out certificates for youth under the age of 18 to work in a manufacturing environment. Certificates have not been awarded in 10 years. This is a hot topic of interest among the FAME membership.
1) As small businesses, most of the FAME membership is not allowed to lobby for themselves. SHRM could lobby for FAME to obtain these certificates.
October 5, an article on FAME and manufacturing appeared in the Democrat and Chronicle, highlighting some of the internships. It was recommended to share with the FAME membership.
